            acceptable. 

· Proposals for computer hardware or conference registration fees are not 

            considered acceptable.

· Multiple proposals for $1,000 each for a single project will not be considered.

· Proposals which have already received a grant will not be considered.  

· Foundation grants cannot support FTE proposals.  Stipends for existing staff are not permissible.  In addition, proposals should not include requests for substitute costs or for food.

· Friday, March  6, at 4:00 P.M. is the deadline for proposals.  In order to be 

            considered, all paperwork (in hard copy format and addressed to the Foundation   

             in care of Mary Lou Sherwood) must be received at the EAC by the 

            deadline. 

· The Foundation will notify recipients of the grants the week of April 5.
